The Royal London Hospital has obtained MREC approval to carry out a UK

registry of adult patients with ITR The aim is to collate natural history and

other standard clinical data, as well as obtain DNA for analysis of DNA

polymorphisms. We are particularly interested in genetic polymorphisms within

cytokine genes and FC receptors, since work on other autoimmune diseases

has shown association with disease susceptibility, clinical outcomes and

responses to therapy linked to specific polymorphisms. The MREC grants

approval for us to study several genes providing patients are happy to take

part, and give their consent.

We are very keen to involve as many UK centres as possible and will send

you an information pack which will include everything you need to register

the study with your LREC. Because approval has been obtained for the

multicentre study you will not be required to complete a full LREC submission.

It is simply a matter of notifying your LREC that you will be registering

patients with us.
